This memorial scholarship has been 
set up in her honor to help future generations of students gain access to 
schooling beyond high school. 

The Oldenburg Trust administers this scholarship of $1000 and that board will 
make final decisions. To be considered for the 2023/24 school year, 
applications must be postmarked by May 17 ,2024. 

Applicants Must Submit the Following Information: 

• A Copy of Your Transcript

• A Minimum of Two (2) Letters of Recommendation, with one (1) being

from a teacher, principal, or counselor from Lyle School District and one

(1) from a community member.

• A short Narrative Statement that includes: future plans, community

involvement and service and extracurricular activities. Remember to

include awards or other recognitions. Share any other information that

you would like the committee to consider.

• Include a cover letter that has your contact information: Name, Address,

Email and Phone Number.

This $1000 scholarship will be awarded at graduation. The recipient will receive 
their money after the successful completion of one term of school or after the 
completion of a vocational training course once they provide a transcript from 
the past term.
